BTEA — Back to Education Allowance

The Back to Education Initiative (BTEI) provides part-time Further Education programmes for
young people and adults. This aim is to give people an opportunity to combine a return to
learning with family, work and other responsibilities.

Anyone who has full-time education can take part in a course being offered, but priority will
be given to those with less than upper second level education. All the programmes are
FETAC accredited, usually Level 3 to Level 6.

Individuals will have different entitlements as regards payment for courses. Those in receipt
of unemployment payments or means-tested social welfare benefits, and holders of medical
cards and GP only cards, and their dependants, are entitled to free tuition. Other unwaged
people with less than upper second level education will be entitled to a reduction in fees.
The remainder will be charged fees.
